We must know if your device has surge protection, causes RF pollution or hazard, causes transients with any improperly placed power supply/s, etc. After providing that infrmation, you may be required to answer further questions before we are assured of the safety and lawfulness of your device.

Please understand that your regulators and industry associations are not our regulators and industry associations. We solely determine what is safe, lawful and appropriate for our property. You do not receive permission to place things on our property from the government or any other party who does not happen to be an owner and/or rightful occupant of our property.

Your failure and/or refusal to provide information about your equipment which you have installed or propose to install on our property represents an erroneous presumption of privilege to invade our property with unauthorized equipment. Your company is a guest on our property and our home, the place where it is necessary for us to protect our safety, health and privacy at all times. You do not have privilege to withhold information about any device which you propose to place on our property nor do you have authority over what devices may be placed on our property. If you fail to provide whatever disclosure we request at any time, you may be subject to future legal actions, for instance, if your devices cause any harm whatsoever due to some undisclosed information. 

Of course, by withholding information you personally and your company are incurring full and separate liability for any and all consequences of your equipment placement and you are agreeing to pay any and all claims on demand without contest or delay if we experience any damages or detriment from your policies, devices or actions of yourself, your fellow officers and/or your staff.

Once again, please send the information on your device as requested above prior to installation or placement of that equipment on our property or be prepared to pay major monetary costs, damages and penalties for any harm or hazard we may deem you to have caused. By acting as electric utility provider in our neighborhood you are accepting liability and responsibility for our claims effective as of the delivery of this notice. 

Note: No correspondence will have any effect or be valid notice if not including the identity, title and contacts of the sender. Form letters and such, if to be considered, will be considered to be based on your full and personal liability and your company's full and separate liability along with any of your officers or staff who may be complicit in what we deem to be wrongdoing on our property or harmful policies.

Notice to agent is notice to principal and notice to principal is notice to agent.
